Arcalie, growing in power, is struggling to remain in control of her
influence over the elements and is stretched to the limit as she continues

Norman to compete in the Elemental League tournaments with one aim -to

become the Element Leader. Val, after being rescued from his recent
imprisonment, is the only one who can keep her grounded but it quickly
becomes clear that the build up of energy locked within her can only lead to ruination. So when Lord Zane —reigning
Elemental Lord and Arcalie's immortal adversary— orders the death penalty to be introduced to the games it is up to
Val and their friends to stop them and save all the Elementists.
